Live peaceably with all; overcome evil with good.

You shall not commit adultery. 
Know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit. 
Amen. Lord, have mercy. 
 
You shall not steal. 
Be honest in all that you do, and care for those in need. 
Amen. Lord, have mercy. 
 
You shall not be a false witness. 
Let everyone speak the truth. 
Amen. Lord, have mercy. 
 
You shall not covet anything which belongs to your neighbour. 
Remember the words of the Lord Jesus: 
‘It is more blessed to give than to receive.’ 
Love your neighbour as yourself, for love is the fulfilling of the law. 
Amen. Lord, have mercy. 
 
COLLECT 
The celebrant prays the collect set for the day. 
 
Most merciful God, 
who by the death and resurrection of your Son Jesus Christ 
delivered and saved the world: 

grant that by faith in him who suffered on the cross 
we may triumph in the power of his victory; 
through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, 
who is alive and reigns with you, 
in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 
one God, now and for ever.

LESSON             Philippians 3:4b-14 
 
A reading from Paul’s Letter to the Church in Philippi: 
 
4 …even though I, too, have reason for confidence in the flesh. If anyone else 
has reason to be confident in the flesh, I have more: 5 circumcised on the eighth 
day, a member of the people of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin, a Hebrew born 
of Hebrews; as to the law, a Pharisee; 6 as to zeal, a persecutor of the church; 
as to righteousness under the law, blameless. 7 Yet whatever gains I had, these 
I have come to regard as loss because of Christ. 8 More than that, I regard 
everything as loss because of the surpassing value of knowing Christ Jesus my 
Lord. For his sake I have suffered the loss of all things, and I regard them as 
rubbish, in order that I may gain Christ 9 and be found in him, not having a 
righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but one that comes through 
faith in Christ, the righteousness from God based on faith. 10 I want to know 
Christ and the power of his resurrection and the sharing of his sufferings by 
becoming like him in his death, 11 if somehow I may attain the resurrection from 
the dead. 12 Not that I have already obtained this or have already reached the 
goal; but I press on to make it my own, because Christ Jesus has made me his 
own. 13 Beloved, I do not consider that I have made it my own; but this one 
thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and straining forward to what lies 
ahead, 14 I press on towards the goal for the prize of the heavenly call of God in 
Christ Jesus.  
 
This is the word of the Lord. 
Thanks be to God. 
 
PSALM                Psalm 126 
 
1 When the Lord restored the fortunes of Zion, 
 then were we like those who dream. 



 
2 Then was our mouth filled with laughter 
 and our tongue with songs of joy. 
 
3 Then said they among the nations, 
 ‘The Lord has done great things for them.’ 
 
4 The Lord has indeed done great things for us, 
 and therefore we rejoiced. 
 
5 Restore again our fortunes, O Lord, 
 as the river beds of the desert. 
 
6 Those who sow in tears 
 shall reap with songs of joy. 
 
7 Those who go out weeping, bearing the seed, 
 will come back with shouts of joy, 
 bearing their sheaves with them. 
 
GRADUAL HYMN 153

GOSPEL               John 12:1-8 
 
Har the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John: 
Glory to you, O Lord. 
 
1 Six days before the Passover Jesus came to Bethany, the home of Lazarus, 
whom he had raised from the dead. 2 There they gave a dinner for him. Martha 
served, and Lazarus was one of those at the table with him. 3 Mary took a pound 
of costly perfume made of pure nard, anointed Jesus’ feet, and wiped them with 
her hair. The house was filled with the fragrance of the perfume. 4 But Judas 
Iscariot, one of his disciples (the one who was about to betray him), said, 5 ‘Why 
was this perfume not sold for three hundred denarii and the money given to the 
poor?’ 6 (He said this not because he cared about the poor, but because he was 
a thief; he kept the common purse and used to steal what was put into it.) 7 Jesus 
said, ‘Leave her alone. She bought it so that she might keep it for the day of my 
burial. 8 You always have the poor with you, but you do not always have me.’ 
 
This is the Gospel of the Lord: 
Praise to you, O Christ. 
 
SERMON 
 
CREED            Based on Philippians 2:6-11 
 
Let us affirm our faith in Jesus Christ the Son of God. 
Though he was divine, 
he did not cling to equality with God, 
but made himself nothing. 
Taking the form of a slave, 



he was born in human likeness. 
He humbled himself 
and was obedient to death, 
even the death of the cross. 
Therefore God has raised him on high, 
and given him the name above every name: 
that at the name of Jesus 
every knee should bow, 
and every voice proclaim that Jesus Christ is Lord, 
to the glory of God the Father.

you create us from nothing and give us life. 
You give your faithful people new life in the water of baptism. 
You do not turn your face from us, 
nor cast us aside. 
We confess that we have sinned 
against you and our neighbour 
We have wounded your love and marred your image in us. 
Restore us for the sake of your Son, 
and bring us to heavenly joy, 
in Jesus Christ our Lord.

EUCHARIST            Eucharistic Prayer B 
 
The Lord be with you 
and also with you. 
Lift up your hearts. 
We lift them to the Lord. 
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
It is right to give thanks and praise. 
 
It is indeed right and good 
to give you thanks and praise, 
almighty God and everlasting Father, 
through Jesus Christ your Son. 
For in these forty days 
you lead us into the desert of repentance 

that through a pilgrimage of prayer and discipline 
we may grow in grace 
and learn to be your people once again. 
Through fasting, prayer and acts of service 
you bring us back to your generous heart. 
Through study of your holy word 
you open our eyes to your presence in the world 
and free our hands to welcome others 
into the radiant splendour of your love. 
As we prepare to celebrate the Easter feast 
with joyful hearts and minds 
we bless you for your mercy 
and join with saints and angels 
for ever praising you and singing: 
 
Holy, holy, holy Lord, 
God of power and might, 
heaven and earth are full of your glory. 
Hosanna in the highest. 
[Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 
Hosanna in the highest.] 
 
Lord, you are holy indeed, the source of all holiness; 
grant that by the power of your Holy Spirit, 
and according to your holy will, 
these gifts of bread and wine 
may be to us the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ; 
 
who, in the same night that he was betrayed, 
took bread and gave you thanks; 
he broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying: 
Take, eat; this is my body which is given for you; 
do this in remembrance of me. 
 
In the same way, after supper 
he took the cup and gave you thanks; 
he gave it to them, saying: 
Drink this, all of you; 
this is my blood of the new covenant, 



which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. 
Do this, as often as you drink it, 
in remembrance of me. 
 
Great is the mystery of faith: 
Christ has died: 
Christ is risen: 
Christ will come again. 
 
And so, Father, calling to mind his death on the cross, 
his perfect sacrifice made once for the sins of the whole world; 
rejoicing in his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension, 
and looking for his coming in glory, 
we celebrate this memorial of our redemption. 
As we offer you this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, 
we bring before you this bread and this cup 
and we thank you for counting us worthy 
to stand in your presence and serve you. 
 
Send the Holy Spirit on your people 
and gather into one in your kingdom 
all who share this one bread and one cup, 
so that we, in the company of [N and] all the saints, 
may praise and glorify you for ever, 
through Jesus Christ our Lord; 
 
by whom, and with whom, and in whom, 
in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 
all honour and glory be yours, almighty Father, 
for ever and ever. 
Amen. 
 
LORD’S PRAYER
