THE LITURGY OF THE WORD

Dear friends, as we await the risen Christ, let us hear the record of God’s saving
deeds in history, recalling how he saved his people in ages past and in the
fullness of time sent his Son to be our Redeemer; and let us pray that through
this Easter celebration God may bring to perfection in each of us the saving
work he has begun.

The vigil readings follow.
1. THE EARTH IS FILLED WITH THE LOVING KINDNESS OF THE LORD.

Genesis 1:1-5, 1:26-2:2 (The Creation)

""In the beginning when God created the heavens and the earth, *the earth
was a formless void and darkness covered the face of the deep, while a wind
from God swept over the face of the waters. * Then God said, ‘Let there be light’;
and there was light. * And God saw that the light was good; and God separated
the light from the darkness. > God called the light Day, and the darkness he
called Night. And there was evening and there was morning, the first day.
**Then God said, ‘Let us make humankind in our image, according to our
likeness; and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the birds
of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the wild animals of the earth, and



over every creeping thing that creeps upon the earth.” *So God created
humankind in his image, in the image of God he created them; male and female
he created them. ?® God blessed them, and God said to them, ‘Be fruitful and
multiply, and fill the earth and subdue it; and have dominion over the fish of
the sea and over the birds of the air and over every living thing that moves upon
the earth.” >’ God said, ‘See, | have given you every plant yielding seed that is
upon the face of all the earth, and every tree with seed in its fruit; you shall have
them for food. ** And to every beast of the earth, and to every bird of the air,
and to everything that creeps on the earth, everything that has the breath of life,
| have given every green plant for food.” And it was so. *>' God saw everything
that he had made, and indeed, it was very good. And there was evening and
there was morning, the sixth day. *' Thus the heavens and the earth were
finished, and all their multitude. > And on the seventh day God finished the
work that he had done, and he rested on the seventh day from all the work that
he had done.

Psalm 33:1-9

1 Rejoice in the Lord, O you righteous,
for it is good for the just to sing praises.

2 Praise the Lord with the lyre;
on the ten-stringed harp sing his praise.

3 Sing for him a new song;

®They heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden at the time of
the evening breeze, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence
of the LORD God among the trees of the garden. ° But the LORD God called to
the man, and said to him, ‘Where are you?’ '*He said, ‘I heard the sound of you
in the garden, and | was afraid, because | was naked; and I hid myself.” "' He
said, ‘Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree of
which I commanded you not to eat?” "> The man said, ‘The woman whom you
gave to be with me, she gave me fruit from the tree, and | ate.’ " Then
the LORD God said to the woman, ‘What is this that you have done? The
woman said, ‘The serpent tricked me, and | ate.’

*>Then the LORD God said, ‘See, the man has become like one of us, knowing
good and evil; and now, he might reach out his hand and take also from the
tree of life, and eat, and live for ever'— ** therefore the LORD God sent him forth
from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from which he was taken. ** He drove



out the man; and at the east of the garden of Eden he placed the cherubim, and
a sword flaming and turning to guard the way to the tree of life.

3. SING TO THE LORD, FOR HE HAS WON A GLORIOUS VICTORY.
Exodus 14:10-15:1a (The Crossing of the Red Sea)

19As Pharaoh drew near, the Israelites looked back, and there were the
Egyptians advancing on them. In great fear the Israelites cried out to
the LORD. "' They said to Moses, ‘Was it because there were no graves in Egypt
that you have taken us away to die in the wilderness? What have you done to
us, bringing us out of Egypt? "*Is this not the very thing we told you in Egypt,
“Let us alone and let us serve the Egyptians”? For it would have been better for
us to serve the Egyptians than to die in the wilderness.” "’ But Moses said to the
people, ‘Do not be afraid, stand firm, and see the deliverance that the LORD will
accomplish for you today; for the Egyptians whom you see today you shall
never see again. '* The LORD will fight for you, and you have only to keep still.’
" Then the LORD said to Moses, ‘Why do you cry out to me? Tell the Israelites
to go forward. "*But you lift up your staff, and stretch out your hand over the
sea and divide it, that the Israelites may go into the sea on dry ground. '” Then
[ will harden the hearts of the Egyptians so that they will go in after them; and
so | will gain glory for myself over Pharaoh and all his army, his chariots, and
his chariot drivers. '® And the Egyptians shall know that | am the LORD, when |
have gained glory for myself over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his chariot drivers.’
" The angel of God who was going before the Israelite army moved and went
behind them; and the pillar of cloud moved from in front of them and took its
place behind them. *° It came between the army of Egypt and the army of Israel.
And so the cloud was there with the darkness, and it lit up the night; one did
not come near the other all night. *' Then Moses stretched out his hand over the
sea. The LORD drove the sea back by a strong east wind all night, and turned
the sea into dry land; and the waters were divided. ** The Israelites went into
the sea on dry ground, the waters forming a wall for them on their right and on
their left. 2 The Egyptians pursued, and went into the sea after them, all of
Pharaoh’s horses, chariots, and chariot drivers. ** At the morning watch
the LORD in the pillar of fire and cloud looked down upon the Egyptian army,
and threw the Egyptian army into panic. *> He clogged their chariot wheels so
that they turned with difficulty. The Egyptians said, ‘Let us flee from the
Israelites, for the LORD is fighting for them against Egypt.’ ** Then the LORD said



to Moses, ‘Stretch out your hand over the sea, so that the water may come back
upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots and chariot drivers.”*” So Moses
stretched out his hand over the sea, and at dawn the sea returned to its normal
depth. As the Egyptians fled before it, the LORD tossed the Egyptians into the
sea. “® The waters returned and covered the chariots and the chariot drivers, the
entire army of Pharaoh that had followed them into the sea; not one of them
remained. * But the Israelites walked on dry ground through the sea, the waters
forming a wall for them on their right and on their left. ** Thus the LORD saved
Israel that day from the Egyptians; and Israel saw the Egyptians dead on the
seashore. *' Israel saw the great work that the LORD did against the Egyptians.
So the people feared the LORD and believed in the LORD and in his servant
Moses. "' Then Moses and the Israelites sang this song to the LORD:

Canticle: The Song of Moses and Miriam (Exodus 15:1b-3, 6, 10, 13, 17)

1 I'will sing to the Lord, who has triumphed gloriously,
the horse and his rider he has thrown into the sea.

2 The Lord is my strength and my song
and has become my salvation.

3 This is my God whom | will praise,
the God of my forebears whom | will exalt.

4  The Lord is a warrior,
the Lord is his name.

5 Your right hand, O Lord, is glorious in power:
your right hand, O Lord, shatters the enemy.
