LESSON            Genesis 2:4b-9, 15-25 
 
A reading from the book of Genesis: 
 
4b In the day that the LORD God made the earth and the heavens, 5 when no 
plant of the field was yet in the earth and no herb of the field had yet sprung 
up—for the LORD God had not caused it to rain upon the earth, and there was 
no one to till the ground; 6 but a stream would rise from the earth, and water the 
whole face of the ground— 7 then the LORD God formed man from the dust of 
the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and the man became 
a living being. 8 And the LORD God planted a garden in Eden, in the east; and 
there he put the man whom he had formed. 9 Out of the ground the LORD God 
made to grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight and good for food, the tree 
of life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good 
and evil. … 15 The LORD God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden 
to till it and keep it. 16 And the LORD God commanded the man, ‘You may freely 
eat of every tree of the garden; 17 but of the tree of the knowledge of good and 
evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall die.’ 18 Then 
the LORD God said, ‘It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make 
him a helper as his partner.’ 19 So out of the ground the LORD God formed every 
animal of the field and every bird of the air, and brought them to the man to see 
what he would call them; and whatever the man called each living creature, 



that was its name. 20 The man gave names to all cattle, and to the birds of the 
air, and to every animal of the field; but for the man there was not found a 
helper as his partner. 21 So the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the 
man, and he slept; then he took one of his ribs and closed up its place with 
flesh. 22 And the rib that the LORD God had taken from the man he made into a 
woman and brought her to the man. 23 Then the man said, ‘This at last is bone 
of my bones and flesh of my flesh; this one shall be called Woman, for out of 
Man this one was taken.’ 24 Therefore a man leaves his father and his mother 
and clings to his wife, and they become one flesh. 25 And the man and his wife 
were both naked, and were not ashamed. 
 
This is the word of the Lord. 
Thanks be to God. 
 
PSALM                Psalm 65 
 
1 Praise is due to you, O God, in Zion; 
 to you that answer prayer shall vows be paid. 
 
2 To you shall all flesh come to confess their sins; 
 when our misdeeds prevail against us, 
 you will purge them away. 
 
3 Happy are they whom you choose 
 and draw to your courts to dwell there. 
 We shall be satisfied with the blessings of your house, 
 even of your holy temple. 
 
4 With wonders you will answer us in your righteousness, 
 O God of our salvation, 
 O hope of all the ends of the earth 
 and of the farthest seas. 
 
5 In your strength you set fast the mountains 
 and are girded about with might.

 you prepare grain for your people, 
 for so you provide for the earth. 
 
10 You drench the furrows and smooth out the ridges; 
 you soften the ground with showers and bless its increase. 
 
11 You crown the year with your goodness, 
 and your paths overflow with plenty. 
 
12 May the pastures of the wilderness flow with goodness 
 and the hills be girded with joy. 
 
13 May the meadows be clothed with flocks of sheep 
 and the valleys stand so thick with corn 
 that they shall laugh and sing. 
 
 Glory to the Father, and to the Son, 
 and to the Holy Spirit; 
 As it was in the beginning, is now,  
 and shall be forever. Amen. 
 
GOSPEL              Luke 8:22-25 
 
Har the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke: 
Glory to you, O Lord. 
 
22 One day he got into a boat with his disciples, and he said to them, ‘Let us go 
across to the other side of the lake.’ So they put out, 23 and while they were 
sailing he fell asleep. A gale swept down on the lake, and the boat was filling 
with water, and they were in danger. 24 They went to him and woke him up, 



shouting, ‘Master, Master, we are perishing!’ And he woke up and rebuked the 
wind and the raging waves; they ceased, and there was a calm. 25 He said to 
them, ‘Where is your faith?’ They were afraid and amazed, and said to one 
another, ‘Who then is this, that he commands even the winds and the water, 
and they obey him?’ 
 
This is the Gospel of the Lord: 
Praise to you, O Christ. 
 
SERMON 
 
CREED              The Nicene Creed 
 
We believe in one God, 
the Father, the Almighty, 
maker of heaven and earth, 
of all that is, 
seen and unseen. 
We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, 
the only Son of God, 
eternally begotten of the Father, 
God from God, Light from Light, 
true God from true God, 
begotten, not made, 
of one Being with the Father; 
through him all things were made. 
For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, 
was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary 
and was made man. 
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; 
he suffered death and was buried. 
On the third day he rose again 
in accordance with the Scriptures; 
he ascended into heaven 
and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, 
and his kingdom will have no end. 
We believe in the Holy Spirit, 
the Lord, the giver of life, 

who proceeds from the Father and the Son, 
who with the Father and the Son is worshipped and glorified, 
who has spoken through the prophets. 
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. 
We look for the resurrection of the dead, 
and the life of the world to come.

The Lord be with you 
and also with you. 
Lift up your hearts. 
We lift them to the Lord. 
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
It is right to give thanks and praise. 
 
Father, you made the world and love your creation. 
You gave your Son Jesus Christ to be our Saviour. 
His dying and rising have set us free from sin and death. 
And so we gladly thank you, 
with saints and angels praising you, and saying: 
 
Holy, holy, holy Lord, 
God of power and might, 
heaven and earth are full of your glory. 
Hosanna in the highest. 
[Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 
Hosanna in the highest.] 
 
We praise and bless you, loving Father, 
through Jesus Christ, our Lord; 
and as we obey his command, 

send your Holy Spirit, 
that broken bread and wine outpoured 
may be for us the body and blood of your dear Son. 
 
On the night before he died he had supper with his friends 
and, taking bread, he praised you. 
He broke the bread, gave it to them and said: 
Take, eat; this is my body which is given for you; 
do this in remembrance of me. 
 
When supper was ended he took the cup of wine. 
Again he praised you, gave it to them and said: 
Drink this, all of you; 
this is my blood of the new covenant, 
which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. 
Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me. 
 
So, Father, we remember all that Jesus did, 
in him we plead with confidence his sacrifice 
made once for all upon the cross. 
Bringing before you the bread of life and cup of salvation, 
we proclaim his death and resurrection 
until he comes in glory. 
 
Great is the mystery of faith: 
Christ has died:
