GOSPEL              Luke 21:5-19 
 
Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke: 
Glory to you, O Lord. 
 
5 When some were speaking about the temple, how it was adorned with 
beautiful stones and gifts dedicated to God, he said, 6 ’As for these things that 
you see, the days will come when not one stone will be left upon another; all 
will be thrown down.’ 7 They asked him, ‘Teacher, when will this be, and what 
will be the sign that this is about to take place?’ 8 And he said, ‘Beware that you 

are not led astray; for many will come in my name and say, “I am he!” and, 
“The time is near!” Do not go after them. 9 ’When you hear of wars and 
insurrections, do not be terrified; for these things must take place first, but the 
end will not follow immediately.’ 10 Then he said to them, ‘Nation will rise 
against nation, and kingdom against kingdom; 11 there will be great 
earthquakes, and in various places famines and plagues; and there will be 
dreadful portents and great signs from heaven. 12 ’But before all this occurs, they 
will arrest you and persecute you; they will hand you over to synagogues and 
prisons, and you will be brought before kings and governors because of my 
name. 13 This will give you an opportunity to testify. 14 So make up your minds 
not to prepare your defence in advance; 15 for I will give you words and a 
wisdom that none of your opponents will be able to withstand or 
contradict. 16 You will be betrayed even by parents and brothers, by relatives 
and friends; and they will put some of you to death. 17 You will be hated by all 
because of my name. 18 But not a hair of your head will perish. 19 By your 
endurance you will gain your souls.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
It is right to give thanks and praise. 
 
It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, 
that we should always sing of your glory, 
holy Father, almighty and eternal God, 
through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord. 
For you are the hope of the nations, 
the builder of the city that is to come. 
Your love made visible in Jesus Christ 
brings home the lost, 
restores the sinner 
and gives dignity to the despised. 
In his face your light shines out, 
flooding lives with goodness and truth, 
gathering into one in your kingdom 
a divided and broken humanity. 
 
 



Therefore with all who can give voice in your creation 
we glorify your name, 
for ever praising you and singing: 
 
Holy, holy, holy Lord, 
God of power and might, 
heaven and earth are full of your glory.

We praise and bless you, loving Father, 
through Jesus Christ, our Lord;

On the night before he died he had supper with his friends 
and, taking bread, he praised you. 
He broke the bread, gave it to them and said: 
Take, eat; this is my body which is given for you; 
do this in remembrance of me. 
 
When supper was ended he took the cup of wine. 
Again he praised you, gave it to them and said: 
Drink this, all of you; 
this is my blood of the new covenant, 
which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. 
Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me. 
 
So, Father, we remember all that Jesus did, 
in him we plead with confidence his sacrifice 
made once for all upon the cross. 
Bringing before you the bread of life and cup of salvation, 
we proclaim his death and resurrection 
until he comes in glory. 
 
 

Great is the mystery of faith:

help us to work together for that day
