NEW TESTAMENT READING        Ephesians 4:11-16 
 
A reading from Paul’s Letter to the Ephesians: 
 
11 The gifts he gave were that some would be apostles, some prophets, some 
evangelists, some pastors and teachers, 12 to equip the saints for the work of 
ministry, for building up the body of Christ, 13 until all of us come to the unity 
of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to maturity, to the measure 
of the full stature of Christ. 14 We must no longer be children, tossed to and fro 
and blown about by every wind of doctrine, by people’s trickery, by their 
craftiness in deceitful scheming. 15 But speaking the truth in love, we must grow 
up in every way into him who is the head, into Christ, 16 from whom the whole 
body, joined and knitted together by every ligament with which it is equipped, 
as each part is working properly, promotes the body’s growth in building itself 
up in love.

Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke: 
Glory to you, O Lord. 
 
1 Then Jesus said to the disciples, ‘There was a rich man who had a manager, 
and charges were brought to him that this man was squandering his property. 
… 19 ’There was a rich man who was dressed in purple and fine linen and who 
feasted sumptuously every day. 20 And at his gate lay a poor man named 
Lazarus, covered with sores, 21 who longed to satisfy his hunger with what fell 
from the rich man’s table; even the dogs would come and lick his sores. 22 The 
poor man died and was carried away by the angels to be with Abraham. The 
rich man also died and was buried. 23 In Hades, where he was being tormented, 
he looked up and saw Abraham far away with Lazarus by his side. 24 He called 
out, “Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus to dip the tip of his 
finger in water and cool my tongue; for I am in agony in these flames.” 25 But 
Abraham said, “Child, remember that during your lifetime you received your 
good things, and Lazarus in like manner evil things; but now he is comforted 
here, and you are in agony. 26 Besides all this, between you and us a great chasm 
has been fixed, so that those who might want to pass from here to you cannot 
do so, and no one can cross from there to us.” 27 He said, “Then, father, I beg 
you to send him to my father’s house— 28 for I have five brothers—that he may 
warn them, so that they will not also come into this place of 

torment.” 29 Abraham replied, “They have Moses and the prophets; they should 
listen to them.” 30 He said, “No, father Abraham; but if someone goes to them 
from the dead, they will repent.” 31 He said to him, “If they do not listen to 
Moses and the prophets, neither will they be convinced even if someone rises 
from the dead.”‘

CREED 
 
We believe in one God, 
the Father, the Almighty,

For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, 
was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary 
and was made man. 
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;

On the third day he rose again 
in accordance with the Scriptures; 
he ascended into heaven 
and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, 
and his kingdom will have no end. 
We believe in the Holy Spirit, 
the Lord, the giver of life, 



who proceeds from the Father and the Son, 
who with the Father and the Son is worshipped and glorified, 
who has spoken through the prophets. 
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. 
We look for the resurrection of the dead, 
and the life of the world to come.
